Please find enclosed our manuscript entitled: “Anti-inflammation Effects of Potato Extract on in a Rat Model of Cigarette Smoke-induced Chronic Obstructive Pulmonary Disease”, which we would like to submit for publication as a Research Paper in Food & Nutrition Research.
As a starchy tuberous crop, potato is rich in nutrition, which contained various proteins and minerals such as calcium, phosphorus and vitamins. Recently, evidence demonstrated that potato is effective in relieving inflammation. We hypothesized that potato extract may play the special anti-inflammation effect on cigarette smoke (CS)-induced chronic obstructive pulmonary disease (COPD).
In the present study, we provide new evidence for the anti-inflammation roles of potato extract (PE) in CS-induced COPD. Indeed, PE was isolated by the method of frozen centrifugation, which has been acquired the Chinese national patented invention. In PE group, obviously improved histopathology was observed on lung tissue. Meanwhile, by enzyme-linked immunosorbent assay (ELISA) and immunohistochemistry, PE was revealed to be able to increase the expression of IL-10 and reduced the expression of TNF-α and G-CSF in COPD rats, which performed similarly with Doxofylline and Prednisolone acetate. Moreover, no any obvious side-effects were found in PE group. Thus, potato extract may be a potential therapeutic strategy to COPD.
